expected risk to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of safety.

Treatment Technique (TT) — A required process intended to reduce the level of a contaminant in drinking water.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The
presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water posed a health risk. More information about contaminants or

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population. Immuno-compromised persons
such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or
other immune system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek advice
about drinking water from their health care providers.

Lead can cause serious health effects in people of all ages, especially pregnant people, infants (both formula-fed and breastfed), and
young children. Lead in drinking water is primarily from materials and parts used in service lines and in home plumbing. Our water
supply is responsible for providing high quality drinking water and removing lead pipes but cannot control the variety of materials
used in the plumbing in your home. Because lead levels may vary over time, lead exposure is possible even when your tap sampling
results do not detect lead at one point in time. You can help protect yourself and your family by identifying and removing lead
materials within your home plumbing and taking steps to reduce your family's risk. Using a filter, certified by an American National
Standards Institute accredited certifier to reduce lead, is effective in reducing lead exposures. Follow the instructions provided with the
filter to ensure the filter is used properly. Use only cold water for drinking, cooking, and making baby formula. Boiling water does fot
remove lead from water. Before using tap water for drinking, cooking, or making baby formulas, flush your pipes for several minutes.
You can do this by running your tap, taking a shower, doing laundry or a load of dishes. If you have a lead service line or galvanized
requiring replacement service line, you may need to flush your pipes for a longer period. If you are concerned about lead in your water
and wish to have your water tested, contact ROCKWELL WATER SUPPLY at 641-210-5984.

ADDITIONAL HEALTH INFORMATION

This is an alert about your drinking water and a cosmetic dental problem that might affect children under nine years of age. At low
levels, fluoride can help prevent cavities, but children drinking water containing more than 2.0 milligrams per liter (mg/l) of fluoride
may develop cosmetic discoloration of their permanent teeth (dental fluorosis). The drinking water provided by our public water
system has fluoride levels above 2.0 mg/L, but below 4.0 mg/L (see chart).

Dental fluorosis in its moderate or severe forms, may result in a brown staining and or pitting of the permanent teeth. This problem
occurs only in developing teeth, before they erupt from the gums. Children under nine should be provided with alternative sources of
drinking water or water that has been treated to remove the fluoride to avoid the possibility of staining and pitting of their permanent
teeth. You may also want to contact your dentist about proper use by young children of fluoride-containing products. Older children
and adults may safely drink the water.

Drinking water containing more than 4.0 mg/! of fluoride (the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s drinking water standard) can
increase your risk of developing bone disease. Your drinking water does not contain more than 4.0 mg/l of fluoride, but we’re required
to notify you when we discover that the fluoride levels in your drinking water exceed 2.0 mg/l because of this cosmetic dental
problem.

Your water supplier can lower the concentration of fluoride in your water so you will still receive the benefits of cavity prevention
while the possibility of stained and pitted teeth is minimized. Removal of fluoride may increase your water costs. Treatment systems
are also commercially available for home use. Information on such systems is available at the address given by your public water
supplier. Low fluoride bottled drinking water that would meet all standards is also commercially available. Some home water
treatment units are also available to remove fluoride from drinking water. In lowa, home water treatment units are regulated under
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641—Chapter 14, with the water treatment unit registration program administered by the lowa Department of Public Health’s
environmental health division. In addition, you may call the National Sanitation Foundation (NSF) International, at 1-877-867-3435.

SOURCE WATER ASSESSMENT INFORMATION

This water supply obtains its water from the limestone and dolomite of the Devonian aquifer. The Devonian aquifer was determined
to be slightly susceptible to contamination because the characteristics of the aquifer and overlying materials provide moderate
protection from contaminants at the land surface. The Devonian well will be slightly susceptible to surface contaminants such as
leaking underground storage tanks, contaminant spills, and excess fertilizer application. A detailed evaluation of your source water
