IDSE - Initial Distribution System Evaluation

Treatment Technique (TT) — A required process intended to reduce the level of a contaminant in drinking water.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The
presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water posed a health risk.

LOVILIA
MUNICIPAL WATER DEPARTMENT is responsible for providing high quality drinking water, but cannot control the variety of
materials used in plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several hours, you can minimize the potential for lead
exposure by flushing your tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or cooking. If you are concerned about lead
in your water, you may wish to have your water tested.

ADDITIONAL HEALTH INFORMATION
